Some reasons for behavioural problems in childhood:

A) Frustration caused by:

1) Language impairment

2) Generalised learning difficulty

3) Specific learning difficulty, such as dyslexia, dyspraxia

4) Other subtle impairment

B) Not being able to make friends: social skills deficit

C) Feeling different or not being able to keep up with friends due to:

1) Generalised learning difficulty

2) Chronic paediatric illness

3) Poor socialisation

D) Emotional distress – issues such as:

1) Loss, of all kinds

2) Abuse or neglect

E) Issues within the family that make parents and carers less tuned in to the child:

1) Poor relationship with main caregiver

2) Parental mental illness particularly maternal depression

3) Domestic violence

4) Unhappy parental relationship
